Outside Exercise

The general approach to the outdoor exercise is to break into small groups of 2-3 persons, with one instructor in each group. 
Each group will then navigate to a series of points laid out around the training area.  On each leg, a different person should lead the group, as if it were a search tasking to take the team to that point.  Individuals shall do all the navigating using the GoTo and Waypoint functions, and be able provide answers to the following requests.

- What is the range and bearing to the target point? 

- What is the range and bearing to another waypoint without changing the current target?

- Simulate a radio call from the command center and transmit the team’s current position;

- in a 10 digit MGRS reference (for GSAR ops)
- in a Lat & Long  reference (for aircraft)
- There is trouble plotting your position, please check your datum

- OOPS! Your gps ran out of batteries… turn it off and on, and recheck configurations…

- Change of task – how far is it to get back to the base?  


- Always store your start position!

- How far have you traveled today?

- Consider resetting your trip odometer at the beginning of every outing.

- What is your current speed?

- What is your current heading?

- What is the bearing to the target waypoint?  Will you arrive there?

- How many satellite signals are you receiving?

- Is it raining?  It does on most of our courses!

If things are going really well, 

- Add a new waypoint from a helicopter, in Latitude and Longitude!  The lost subjects were found at: (enter coordinates to a known local point ) (degrees minutes) What is there?

- Project a new waypoint at a point 2.5 km and 145 degrees Magnetic from your current position.

The objective is to develop a sense of familiarity with the units and respect for their limitations.
